Certain Words - or, as we Scousers say, “Cirtain Werds” - from the pen of Ken 
 

Following on from last month some often confused (spell-checker take note) pairs of words  
 

Impractical/Impracticable 

If it can’t be done at all it’s impracticable ( as in ‘incapable of being put into practice’), if it 

can be done but isn’t worth doing it’s impractical. Note - the little used unpractical means 

the same as impractical. 
 

Misogamist/Misogynist 

The first hates marriage, the second hates women. 
 

Purposely/Purposefully 

One means intentionally, one means with an object in mind. “Andy pushed Jim purposely” 

means, simply, that he meant to do it; “Jim pushed Andy purposefully”, also implies intent; 

but means that there was some other reason - to make a point or to draw attention to 

something. 
 

Shall/Will 

Fifty years ago my English master said, in words or substance: “Either you understand the 

difference instinctively or you don’t; if you don’t you probably never will, and if you do 

you don’t need to be told.” 

The rule seems to be that to express simple futurity one should use shall  in the first person 

and will in the second and third persons; and to express determination one does the reverse. 

This being the case, it seems that Churchill blundered when he said “We shall fight 

them…” and those of us who, from time to time, sing “We shall overcome” get it wrong 

too. 

The simple fact is that whether you use shall or will, depends to a large extent on where and 

when you were born, and how much emphasis you are trying to impart. Furthermore, 

despite the fact that, in most cases, I am the first to decry the declining standard of English, 

particularly as used by television journalists and the like, I don’t think the distinction 

between these particular words is important these days. 
 

That/Which - a distinction that is my, personal, bête noire. 

To understand their correct usage it is necessary to understand the difference between 

defining and nor-defining clauses; a topic that is about as interesting as watching a plank 

warp. 

A non-defining clause can be regarded as parenthetical. Imagine a night at The Floor when 

there was a single band among the acts; if I said “The band, which had no drummer, was 

the best act,” the underlined words are a non-defining clause, in effect an aside, and could 

be deleted. The point I would be trying to make was that the band was the best act; the fact 

that no drummer was present is incidental> If, however, there was more than one band on 

the bill that night, the lack of a drummer becomes a defining characteristic, so I should say 

“The band that had no drummer was the best act.” In simple terms that is always used in a 

defining clause, which in a non-defining clause. A non-defining clause should always be 

set off with commas, a defining clause should not. 
 

Venerate/Worship 

In certain senses the words are interchangeable; however, in a religious sense they are not. 

For example, Roman Catholics worship God; but venerate saints.

Two abreast, neck and neck, us, me and Rob giggling 

like school kids on a fairground ride, in the outside lane and Darryl and John in the inside 

lane.

Foiled by an oncoming bus, forced, for once, to brake, our rivals sped on ahead and we 

lost them.
